EVOLUTION OF THE THEORY OF THEATER ART
(General Qverview)

Abstract
Keywords: Theater, History, Criticism, Theory, Science

Works, where is illuminated the theatre problem, such as
historical sources, official documents, correspondence of stage
experts, reminiscences, scientific research, or reviews, could be
mentioned as a viewpoint expressed in theatre art. This term is
accepted and implemented in scientific circulation. Achievements of
professional theatre have stipulated the kind of theatre literature,
enthusiasm, and research specifics. As it has been known, scientists
divided the whole process of civilization development into epochs
for systemizing the mechanism intrinsic to this ordinary course. This
course has also been assumed by the study of art and it could be
used in the study of the theatre.

The group of scientists who revealed the aim of experts’
research, subject, and research method, has explored the 25th-
century professional theatre evolution period with this natural
division. Consequently, theatre art has gained the kind of scientific
research-investigation. The research of different aspects of theatre
art became the prerogative of experts for the last quarter of the XIX
century. Henceforth the theater literature has been enriched with
specific research investigations of these experts (theatre experts).
This time had revealed persons, who rose, developed, made
universal, and dimensioned the analyses of theater art specifically.
They systematized traditional forms of research and created modern
theatre science with a comprehension of empirical methods. There
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was segregated a group that created a base for the study of theater
as a priority science of theater art learning. Max Herman’s, Arthur
Kutcher’s, and Carl Nicen’s activities, discoveries, and research
achievements have created an authority to study of theatre and
created this field’s university study in Germany.

Thus, this work is part of this research and at the same time has
finalized for promotion of this process that is typical for mentioned
epochs and creates a base for a finding of certain regularity.

The study of theatre, as a prioritized learning field of theatre art,
in the XX"century, has become interested in finding its ,origin“ and
,aenesis® In this regard is noteworthy that, mostly are examined
judgments of philosophers and examples of theatre criticism.

Those works, mostly discuss theory and theatre criticism of a
certain period, several years or even half a century, of this or that
epoch.

The work, which would discuss expressed opinions about
theatre art from the initial stage of professional theatre including
the postmodern epoch, has not been created yet. Therefore, this
attempt is the first step in examining the united flow of theatre
literature and the opinions expressed in it according to the epochs,
its differentiation, and classification. In addition, for the first time
Georgian scientific space had brought one of the literature samples
of eastern theatre - Bharata-natya shastra (Sanskrit: Natyasastra)
treatise.

World theatre art, as a united and supply system exist event,
according to the laws of development, starting from ,,simple“ forms
including the findings of a modern conceptual stage director theatre,
was ,moving“ from one kind of stage creativity to a more difficult
phase. Despite the ephemeral nature of theatre art, it has even
preserved certain information about its archetype world. Thanks to
this material, could be discussed the kind of theatre genesis, owing
to which the world of professional theatre plays an important role in
the development of civilization for more than two millenniums.

If the history of theatre has been considered according to the
epochs, the same move has been used for the study of scientific
literature about the theatre and opinions expressed on it.
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Therefore, the entire period, from the antique to post-modern
epoch, of theatre idea evolution, has been considered a finding of a
certain time, reflecting the time flow process.

During the centuries-old history of theatre art, stage creativity
has undergone numerous transfigurations. | mean not only the pure
art changes but the theatre administration process as well. However,
theatres of different epochs have solved mentioned problems
differently; some common sign still particularly emerged:

1. Theatre, as a public and state institution, has always been at
the center of attention of the ruling circle, as a universal means of
impact on society;

2. Theatre responded to the spirit of the epoch, carried out the
ruling elite’s orders, was taking into account society’s requirements,
and tried to present, mostly in allegorical reference, the main ideas,
and important problems and cooperate with the process of creating
an active civil society with help of active influence on the spectators;

3. With current ideas, aesthetics, philosophical - worldview, or
with the stage adaptation of actual problems, was refining expressive
forms and finding appropriate means of leading trends, thus, was
solving creative or administrative — financial and technical issues on
the higher phase of development.
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
